


The Foundation’s mission

The Sienna Plantation Community Services Foundation (SPCSF) is a non-profit
corporation established in 1999 to invest in the future of Sienna Plantation. Designed
to supplement and complement the functions of the existing homeowners’ association,
the Foundation is an entity independent of Sienna/Johnson Development or the
Sienna Plantation Residential Association. The Foundation will enhance services
and resources to the community through the sponsorship of programs, activities and
events in and around Sienna.

Who benefits from the funds?

All residents of Sienna Plantation. A Grant Advisory Committee comprised
of Sienna Plantation homeowners assists the Foundation’s Board of Trustees
in determining areas of need and interest within the community.

Projects Funded To Date

In 2007 the Foundation contributed to the Scanlan
Oaks Elementary School Fun Run and their
Sciencesaurus handbooks. They also funded several
programs for the Math Department at Hightower
High School along with a contribution to their
pro-grad program. In the past, students have greatly
benefited through Foundation funded items including
playground equipment for Scanlan Oaks students and
shade pavilions at Sienna Crossing and around Scanlan
Oaks Elementary. Numerous programs at Hightower
High School have received Foundation grants.

Thanks to the Foundation, Sienna residents enjoy

many community events, including fabulous fireworks

displays every Fourth of July. With the addition of our

Blimpscreen in 2006, courtesy of SPCSF, community

members also continue to enjoy outdoor movies. The

Foundation contributed $1 million for Camp Sienna

Phase I and $1.3 million for Phase II to open in the

spring of 2008. Phase II includes girls’ softball fields,

an adult baseball field, additional soccer fields, a

multi-use field, a volleyball court, basketball court,

small pavilion, and additional trails. The Foundation

previously helped launch the new year-round USS Swim

Team, Sienna Plantation Aquatics, the Sienna Stallions

Youth Football Team, Sienna Youth Baseball, and

funded Eclipse Soccer. In 2007, funding was provided

for Sienna Softball Association, the new girls softball organization which will play
at Camp Sienna. Other new Camp Sienna features include bronze statues of “kids at
play”, a new slide tower and additional pool furniture at Club Sienna. The Foundation
also contributed to the SPRAI reserves for repair and replacement items throughout
the community, and has started of a series of field trips for residents to enjoy.

Technology grants were received to allow the SPRAI to implement a
geographical imaging system (GIS) for SPRAI owned assets and a new recreation
programming software to better manage registrations for classes, room rentals,
etc. SPAI also assisted in selecting the hardware needed for implementing wireless
deed restriction enforcemen

The SPCSF’s Children’s Catastrophic Fund assists
children who have debilitating diseases that impair
their quality of life. The fund contributed to six Sienna
families during 2007. The Foundation continued to
support the Health & Fitness Fair at the Brushy Lakes
Fitness Center while funding a renovation of the
fitness room and the addition of spinning bikes and
other equipment.

Who funds the Foundation?

You and your neighbors in Sienna. The Foundation is funded by community
enhancement/endowment fees, commonly known as transfer fees, which have
been assessed on every real estate transaction since December 31, 1999. The
maximum assessment, or contribution to the Foundation, is equal to 0.005 (1/2)
percent of the sales price of a home. The transfer fee remains as a deed covenant;
therefore, when a property is re-sold in the future, a 0.005 (1/2) percent contribu-
tion is made to the Foundation at closing. This allows the Foundation to grow as
Sienna Plantation grows.

Please note that all Sienna residents who purchased homes prior to December 31, 1999,
are eligible for a one-time exemption from the enhancement fee. This exemption lasts for
as long as the initial owner retains title to the property, regardless of when the property
is sold in the future. This one-time exemption expires after the first transfer of title. All
Sfuture sales will be subject to payment of the community enbhancement fee.
